GOOD MORNING, 
It is so good to see you today! 
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1 John 4:19    “We love him, because he   

first loved us.”  

When we consider how we love 

someone, what usually comes to mind is 

a reciprocal feeling of fondness - the 

care for a relative or friend. But Christ 

loved us when we were unlovely and 

unloving! Rather than an abstraction of 

thought, we experienced and 

understand His love through the 

demonstration of His sacrifice. If we’re 

to love others the way Jesus has loved 

us, then we must demonstrate love to 

others - undeserved, unrestrained, and 

even unreciprocated. That’s the 

difference between man’s love, and 

God’s love! What love have you 

experienced, and what love do you 

show? 

Saint Patrick was a 5th-century Christian missionary and bishop in 
Ireland. Much of what is known about Saint Patrick comes from 
the Declaration, which was allegedly written by Patrick himself. It is 
believed that he was born in Roman Britain in the fourth century, 
into a wealthy Romano-British family. His father was a 
Christian deacon and his grandfather a priest. According to 
the Declaration, at the age of sixteen, he was kidnapped by Irish 
raiders and taken as a slave to Gaelic Ireland. It says that he spent 
six years there working as a shepherd and that during this time 
he found God. The Declaration says that Patrick fled to the coast, 
where he got on a ship and made his way home, Patrick went on to 
become a priest. According to tradition, Patrick returned to Ireland 
to convert the pagan Irish to Christianity. The Declaration says that 
he spent many years evangelizing in the northern half of Ireland 
and converted thousands. Tradition holds that he died on March 
17th and was buried at Downpatrick. Over the following centuries, 
many legends grew up around Patrick and he became Ireland's 

foremost saint.
